“MUN, an event where high school students get together, exchange ideas and debate hot issues, is a simulated
event modeled after the real-life United Nations. The purpose of this conference is to motivate participants not
only to do in-depth research on various matters, but also to learn to support a country’s point of view using solid
evidence and proper arguments. ACMUN will give the chance to students to interact with their fellow delegates,
share their concerns and ideas and thus have a fruitful debate on controversial issues.”

The Role of a Delegate/Ambassador

A delegate is a representative of a specific country or a Non-Governmental Organization (NGO) in a committee
or specialized agency of the United Nations. Preparation for an MUN conference involves systematic research of
valid resources and writing a series of papers related to the topic.

An ambassador is the head of each delegation. They are the contact person between their delegation and the
Secretariat. At ACMUN ambassadors do not have to deliver a speech during the opening ceremony, but may be
called upon during the General Assembly.

Both the ambassador and the delegates are for the duration of the conference in their respective committees.
On the final day of the conference, however, the delegates from General Assembly committees only attend the
General Assembly joint session, where they discuss a separate topic not discussed before in any of the
committees. The ambassador, a delegate from a GA committee only, may take the floor and present a clause or
a set of clauses that represent the country’s policy on the GA topic. We urge you and your delegates to submit
operative clauses for the General Assembly session beforehand via email, stating the name of the school and
the country your delegation represents on the set of clauses.

Students might have stage fright before the conference, but they usually pick up courage during the conference
as well. That is why we usually also allow delegates to submit clauses on the first day of the conference as well.
The Secretariat, however, needs time to check the clauses and pour these into a draft resolution which will be
debated clause by clause.

If your delegates have submitted a clause that has been approved for the draft resolution, then they will be
informed at the end of the second day so that they can prepare a policy statement on their respective clause. We
would like to point out though, that the Secretariat may alter some of the proposed clauses for the sake of debate,
or because the clause is very similar to another one.

The ambassador also has to be informed about all topics of the agenda and should be able to discuss these at any
time during the conference in case a member of the delegation is absent from the committee.

The Three Steps of Preparation®

As a delegate preparing for a conference it is important to start your research in an organized and effective
manner. This includes these three points:

1. The Country
Delegates should gather geographical, economic, political, demographic, social, and historic
information on their assigned country. It is vital to know the fine details of one’s policies and history
in order to defend the country’s positions during the debate.

2. The Topics
Through their research, delegates should develop an in-depth understanding of all topic areas of the
agenda and this should be reflected in the background file and position papers.

3. The Committee

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Delegates need to be aware of the committee’s position in relation to all other UN organs and to
make sure that they are familiar with all the rules of procedure and all -related to the topic-
resolutions passed by the committee in the past.

When researching a delegation, the sources available are numerous and can sometimes be misleading. It is
important as a delegate to evaluate the information (author, publication, website, date, etc.) This is a skill that
will develop gradually through practice and preparation for the conference. It is always useful to focus on the
Politics, Government, Economy, Society and International, but also Internal, Disputes of the country that a
delegate represents. This is the basis for more detailed research into each agenda item.

Writing Papers
For ACMUN delegates are required to prepare for each topic of their committee or Specialized Agency:
a. aBackground Paper presenting the Agenda Item of the Committee;
b. aPosition Paper presenting their country’s policy on the issue; and
c. aset of Operative Clauses (draft resolution) that will be proposed by the country to the rest of the
committee and will be added to the final resolution of the committee, including effective measures
to combat the problem according to the country’s policies.

These papers should not be submitted prior to the conference. They are part of the delegates’ research folders.
We advise delegates to bring digital copies of their clauses so they can easily be merged with other clauses into
a draft resolution to be discussed in the committees. Delegates can use the school’s computers at the
conference. Students bringing their own laptop is not allowed.

A. Background Paper

The first thing that a delegate needs to write is a background paper. In it all general aspects of the agenda
item should be briefly discussed, different alliances, measures taken up to this point. The background file
should not exceed two pages in length. A good starting point is the Study Guide
(https://anatolia.edu.gr/acmun) written by the chairs of each committee.

B. Position Paper

A position paper is a brief essay introducing the country’s policy on a specific issue. It can also be called the
policy statement as in different MUN conferences delegates are called to deliver a speech on this matter (for
the ACMUN this is not the case). An effective position paper should include what the country generally thinks
is appropriate action, what the country has already done, and what measures are proposed (not specific
presentation of all measures). When no information is available on the topic for your country, since it
probably does not have a specific policy, then you should look into your allies’ policies and see what you can
get as a block. And this is where diplomacy kicks in!

C. Draft Resolutions
Draft resolutions are the official papers that a committee discusses and they contain all measures proposed
by the member states in order to resolve the problems being put forward. The resolutions that the committee
ultimately discusses and votes upon are created during the sessions from the proposals of the member
states. In many MUNs delegates are required to have a complete resolution. For the ACMUN Operative
Clauses* only are required, but delegates can always add or amend the proposed perambulatory clauses.
Once the draft resolution is voted upon, it is called a resolution.

“Resolutions, which are successful, are ones that can appeal to the majority of the parties (states) involved
and are not contradictory. By giving solutions to both sides, which are just, and doesn’t punish one side
completely, or favor the other side completely are more likely to pass as they can appeal to more member
states in the house. Resolutions that aim to resolve many or most of the factors involved are more likely to
pass as they offer incentives to the various problems, which contribute to the issue.”?

Each resolution has specific components:

a. Heading
b. Preambulatory Clauses
c. Operative Clauses*

ACMUN Delegate Expectations

At ACMUN delegates need to be prepared to deliver their policy statements at the beginning of the debate during formal
debate. We expect delegates to bring a number of copies, but also a digital copy, of their operative clauses. The StOff
provide the committee with preambulatory clauses, but those can obviously be amended by the delegates, or delegates
may want to add a preamb of their own.

For the General Assembly, the delegation as a whole is expected to submit a set of operative clauses. We would like to ask
the advisors to send us, a week prior to the conference, preferably, the operative clauses for the GA as ‘COUNTRY’_GA.docx.
Send this to info@acmun.gr. The Secretariat will accept submissions on the first day of the conference as well, but priority
will be given to those submitted beforehand. All clauses are then merged into one draft resolution created by the
Secretariat

We would like to point out that ACMUN does not provide any note passing paper for committee work, so
please inform delegates to bring their own.
